Enclosed is a map of the vent hole site. Also shown is
the o0ld vent hole site where a concrete pad has been
poured. This pad will be removed if this vent hole is
not required.

A 7-ft. diameter vent hole will be drilled to the level
of the mine workings (700 feet). The vent hole will be
cased and the casing cemented in to prevent any ground
or perched water from entering the vent hole. The
estimated acres to be disturbed will be 0.10 acres and
will consist of a 14’ x 14’ concrete pad. A cutting
catch pond (25’ x 25’ x 5’) will be utilized at the
site. The top soil will be saved and the pond
reclaimed and seeded after drilling of the vent hole.

The site is on a brush covered alluvial plain and the
vent hole will be cased and cemented to prevent any
ground or plucked water from entering the hole.

After completion of mining the vent hole will be filled
with waste rock and a 5’ concrete plug will be placed
at the top of the hole leaving 2’ for soil replacement
at the top of the plug.
